b) Afier existing floor coverings has been removed and prior to installation of carpet
or tile, you must call Infiniti Property Management, Inc. ai (727) 585-3491 so
that arrangements can be made to inspect the concrete surface, make any
necessary repairs, and then waterproof the patio or balcony prior to installation
(performed) by maintenance man).

Unit owners must submit a detailed proposal for Board of Directors’ approval prior to
screening in their patio area. All installations must reflect the established norm for the
complex, There are pre-approved contractors.

Homeowner should instruct any contractor and/or repair person they hire to do work in
their units to keep the common areas (ballways, elevators and lobbies) free from debris as
much as possibie and if necessary, clear immediately.
